Transaction Record Retention
The NC REC Staff recommended changing two rules to increase the required time all transaction records must be kept fibm 3 to

Regulatory Affairs and NCVRMA Staff Liaison, expressed concerns about the financial implications of this increase.
After hearing the concerns, the Commissioners voted not to increase the record retention time period from 3 to 5 yearsuaseeq
by staff in rules 21 NCAC 58A.0108 and 21 NCAC 58B.0401 (Timeshare Rules).

Tony Rand (BCumberland) introduced a bill that would require the disclosure on the Residential Property Disclosure Statertient of
existence of all military installations within 1 mile of a property. Senator Rand introduced this bill at the reque®&rag§military offi-
